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Attaching the Super Mag Slider to the tripod
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1/4" %20 Adapter

Use either A or B camera screw mounts when
attaching the Super Mag Slider to the tripod. Choose
the mount which offers better balance, this will
depend onthe position ofthe tripod screw.
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Mounting your Camera to the Super Mag Slider

Both A and B camera screw mounts are fitted
with 1/4"% 20 adapters. If the tripod screw is 3/8"
%16 thread simply remove the adapters.

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@ Traversing (LEft-Center-Flight] knob

mount and tighten the Camera mounting knob

The screw gear is designed to lock in
place when the Traversing knob is released. The
